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Included in this booklet are some fun activities which will help to develop your child’s Numeracy skills. The games can be adapted for different ages and abilities and shouldn’t need any expensive resources.





We recommend that you spend approximately 30 minutes a week sharing these activities with your child – either in one block or in two 15 minute sessions. They can be enjoyed time and time again and will help your child improve both their confidence and mathematical skills.





What’s my number?


You need a dice


Roll a dice twice. 


Use the digits to make a two-digit numbers. E.g. roll 4, 2,  you could make 42


Can the children read you the number?


Let your partner have a go – who has the highest total?


 (Extension – roll three dice and read a 3 digit number!)





How much?


Once a week, tip out the small change from a purse. Count it up with your child.





Guess my number 


Choose a number between 0 and 20.


Challenge your child to ask you questions to guess your number. You may only answer ‘Yes’ or ‘No’. For example, she/he could ask questions like ‘Is it less than 10?’  Is it in the 2 times table? Does it have 4 units?


See if she/he can guess your number in fewer than 5 questions. 


Now let your child choose a mystery number for you to guess. 


(Extension - choose a number up to 100, you may need more questions!)





Out and about


During a week, look outside for ‘thirties’ numbers, such as 34 or 38, on house doors, number plates, bus stops, etc. How many can you spot? What is the biggest one you can find? 
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Next week, look for ‘fifties’ numbers, or ‘sixties’…
