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Included in this booklet are some fun activities which will help to develop your child’s Numeracy skills. The games can be adapted for different ages and abilities and shouldn’t need any expensive resources.





We recommend that you spend approximately 40 minutes a week sharing these activities with your child – either in one block or in two 20 minute sessions. They can be enjoyed time and time again and will help your child improve both their confidence and mathematical skills.





Pairs to 100 


Each draw 10 circles. Write a different two-digit number in each circle – but not a ‘tens’ number (10, 20, 30, 40…). 


In turn, choose one of the other player’s numbers. 


The other player must then say what to add to that number to make 100, e.g. choose 64, add 36. 


If the other player is right, she/he crosses out the chosen number. 


The first to cross out 6 numbers wins. 


(Extension – write a three digit number and play up to 1000.)








Dice Game


 You need two dice 


Take turns. Roll two dice to make two-digit numbers, e.g. if you roll a 4 and 1, this could be 41 and 14. 


Add these two numbers in your head. If you are right, you win a counter. Tell your partner how you worked out the calculation. 


The first to get 10 points wins.





(Extension - try subtracting the smaller number from the larger one or rolling three dice!)





Dominoes Game  


You need some dominoes


Put some dominoes face down 


Each choose a domino and then multiply the two numbers on your domino.


Whoever has the biggest answer keeps the two dominoes. 


The winner is the person with the most dominoes when they have all been used. 


(Extension – multiply the two answers together – how did you do that!)
