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Included in this booklet are some fun activities which will help to develop your child’s Numeracy skills. The games can be adapted for different ages and abilities and shouldn’t need any expensive resources.





We recommend that you spend approximately 60 minutes a week sharing these activities with your child – either in one block or in two 30 minute sessions. They can be enjoyed time and time again and will help your child improve both their confidence and mathematical skills.





How much? 


Select some items of food from your cupboards and label them with the prices (or give a copy of your receipt)





Ask your child to work out in their head the cost of 3 items. 


Ask them to estimate first. See how close they come. 





If you see buy any items ‘2 for £3.50’, ask them to work out the cost of 1 item for you, and to explain how they got the answer. 


(Extension  - what would be the change from £10, £20)





Target 1000 


You need a dice





Roll a dice 6 times. 


Use the six digits to make two three-digit numbers. E.g. roll a 3, 6, 4, 2, 5, 6 you could make 643 and 562


Add the two numbers together. 


How close to 1000 can you get? 


(Extension – subtract the smaller number from the larger mentally and explain how you did it!)





Dicey division 


For this game you need a 1–100 board (a snakes and ladders board will do or create one using paper and pencil), a dice and 20 coins or counters. 


Take turns. 


Choose a two-digit number. Roll a dice. If you roll 1, roll again. 


If your two-digit number divides exactly by the dice number, put a coin on your chosen two-digit number. Otherwise, miss that turn. ( e.g. select 36 and roll a 6, 6 divides into 36 so cover it with a counter)


The first to get 10 counters on the board wins.
