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Keep Multiplying


Each player needs a dice. 





Player 1 Rolls the dice.


Multiply all the numbers showing on the dice, at the sides as well as at the top. 


Player 2 rolls the dice and multiplies the numbers.


Whoever has the highest total scores 1 point. 


The first to get 10 points wins. 


(Extension – set a ten second time limit to add the numbers or roll more than 1 dice!)





Four in a line 


You need 3 dice





Draw a 6 x 7 grid. 


Fill it with numbers under 100. 


�


Take turns. 


Roll three dice, or roll one dice three times. 


Use all three numbers to make a number on the grid. 


You can add, subtract, multiply or divide the numbers, e.g. if you roll 3, 4 and 5, you could make 3 x 4 – 5 = 7, 54 ÷ 3 = 18, (4 + 5) x 3 = 27, and so on. 


Cover the number you make with a coin or counter. 


The first to get four of their counters in a straight line wins. 





















































Find my Factor


You need 2 dice


You each need a piece of paper and write the numbers from the list below on your paper. 





3   4    5   6   7    8   9   12   10   15   16   18   20





Take turns to roll 2 dice and make a 2 digit number. E.g. roll 4 and 2 and make either 42 or 24.


Look at the numbers on the list, if one of those numbers is a factor of your number (i.e. will divide into your number) cross it out, e.g. you roll 42 , 7 goes into 42, cross out 7. 


If you roll a prime number you score an extra point. 


The winner is the person with the most points when all the numbers have been crossed out.


 (Extension –only score a point if you can find two factors in the list)





Tables 


Practise the 6x, 7x, 8x and 9x tables. Say them forwards and backwards. 


Make up rhymes together to help your child to remember the harder times-tables facts, e.g. 


6 x 7 = 42 phew! 7 x 7 = 49 fine! 6 x 8 = 48 great! 








Favourite food 


Ask your child the cost of a favourite item of food. 





Ask them to work out what 7 of them would cost, or 8, or 9. 


How much change would there be from £50? 


What is the difference in cost between the two?





Repeat with his / her least favourite food.
