Lunchtime Positive Behaviour Cards

A few parents have asked me about lunchtime behaviour cards—I will briefly explain how they work but please contact your child’s class teacher if you have any further questions.

We use a lunch time individual behaviour card system for Yrs 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6.  Lunch time staff are issued with a named pack of cards for each class and then at the end of lunchtime they separate cards from the reminder of the cards if a child has been involved in an incident or shown unacceptable behaviour on the playground. The pack is then returned to the class teacher who can discuss and manage the incident at a time when learning is not disrupted. If a serious behaviour incident occurs or an unacceptable attitude displayed, then the child will be sent to Mr Freear or Miss Blackwood immediately.
