Dear Parents and Carers of children in Key Stage Two,

As part of our continued school development to create an enjoyable and stimulating curriculum, we will be continuing our ‘Creative Curriculum’ afternoon for our Key Stage Two children and introducing it for our Year 2 children. The ‘Creative Curriculum’ afternoon will continue to be held on a Wednesday but has developed to focus on Community Cohesion and will now involve these elements:

: Forest Schools led by Mrs Bailey

: Drama led by Miss Blackwood

: Modern Foreign Languages and the wider world led by Mr Freear

: Cultural Arts led by Miss Bourne

: Cultural Music led by Miss Sockett and Mrs Lodge
